DOCUMENTS AS WELL AS ALL OTHER PROVISIONS SPECIFICALLY INCLUDED BY THE OWNER IN THE FORM OF
DRAWINGS, SPECIFICATIONS, AND WRITTEN INSTRUCTIONS.

3. GC SHALL VISIT JOB SITE AND BECOME FAMILIAR WITH EXISTING CONDITIONS BEFORE SUBMITTING BID.  ANY
DISCREPANCIES WITHIN THESE DRAWINGS AND/OR BETWEEN THESE DRAWINGS AND EXISTING CONDITIONS
