(5) Troubled PHA - A PHA that achieves an overall PHAS or SEMAP score of less than 60 percent.

(6) Qualified PHA - A PHA with 550 or fewer public housing dwelling units and/or housing choice vouchers combined, and is not PHAS or SEMAP
troubled.

PROGRESS: In 2017, RHA awarded 30 Project Based Vouchers (19 VASH and 11 regular) to a developer of affordable housing. The
Agreement to enter into a Housing Assistance Payments Contract was executed 3/8/2019 and new construction began Fall 2019. Of the 30
PBVs, 19 VASH 3 regular will be included in a 4% low income housing tax credit project, Main Street Plaza Apartments; 8 regular will be
included in a 9% low income housing tax credit project, Annex on Main (also known as Roseville Apartments).

Progress Report.

Goals for the current 5-Year Plan:

1. Expand the supply of assisted housing.
. The Roseville Housing Authority (RHA) will apply for additional VASH vouchers if they become available.

o PROGRESS: In addition to the 10 original VASH vouchers, RHA had the opportunity to apply for 8 more VASH
vouchers which were awarded in May 2015 and another 8 in May 2016.

o PROGRESS: RHA has initiated project-based vouchers as an option January 2017 so that all vouchers,
including VASH vouchers can be placed and utilized in housing. This is particularly difficult to do with VASH
vouchers and in a local housing market with less than a three percent vacancy.

o PROGRESS: RHA, with the support of the VA, was awarded 9 more VASH vouchers during calendar year 2018.

o PROGRESS: RHA, with the support of the VA, was awarded 5 more VASH vouchers in January 2020

e  The Roseville Housing Authority, with the support of local support service providers, was awarded 14 Mainstream
vouchers during calendar year 2018 and another 11 January 2020.
2. Improve the quality of assisted housing.
. The Roseville Housing Authority will maintain its high-performer rating (SEMAP score).

o PROGRESS: RHA received the high-performer rating again this year.

o PROGRESS: RHA has initiated project-based vouchers as an option so that the quality of housing assisted by
the program is further reviewed by RHA. In a community with a low vacancy rate, it is important to provide
vouchers a priority to new and high quality housing opportunities.

3. Increase assisted housing choices.
. The Roseville Housing Authority will continue to encourage property owners to provide available unit information for
Housing Choice Voucher holders that are searching for a rental unit.

o PROGRESS: RHA maintains a list of available rental units that it encourages owners to utilize for available
units.

o PROGRESS: Senate Bill 329 went into effect January 1, 2020, which prohibited owners and managers of rental
units in California from rejecting a renter’s application simply due to utilizing a Housing Choice Voucher.
Roseville Housing Authority has already welcomed numerous rental properties and new owners to the HCV
program who previously did not participate in the rental assistance program. This has greatly expanded housing
opportunities for HCV participants statewide. RHA is grateful for its established and new community partners
and continues efforts to build owner relationships and increase additional housing inventory.

. The Roseville Housing Authority will monitor HAP payments monthly to ensure that at least 98% of the Annual
Contributions Contract is utilized or that 98% of total unit months are leased each year.

o PROGRESS: For calendar year 2019 RHA utilized 91% of regular HCV vouchers, 100% of NED vouchers, 91%
of VASH vouchers, and 32% of Mainstream vouchers and the RHA is working within the budget, and in
partnership with housing owners and managers and the Department of Veteran's Affairs to fully utilize all
regular, NED, VASH, and Mainstream vouchers. While vouchers were not fully leased, over 100 percent of the
Annual Contributions Contract was utilized, including use of program reserve funding.

4.  Affirmatively further Fair Housing
. The Roseville Housing Authority will provide training opportunities for staff to promote equal opportunity in housing.
o PROGRESS: During 2019 RHA staff attended a fair housing training.
5.  Collaborate with neighboring housing authorities to optimize administration of the Housing Choice Voucher Program.
e  The Roseville Housing Authority will continue to host HCV Roundtable meetings with housing authorities in Northern
California three times a year and maintain the Yahoo! User Group for ongoing communication.
o PROGRESS: RHA maintained the Yahoo! User Group for ongoing communication and collaboration.

RHA Mission Statement:

The mission of the Roseville Housing Authority is to enhance the quality of life to Roseville and Rocklin’s low-income families and
individuals by:

» Effectively administering Housing Choice Voucher rental assistance funds

PROGRESS: The Roseville Housing Authority has effectively administered Housing Choice Voucher rental assistance funds by
monthly reviewing available funds and lease-up to determine further leasing strategy. This has resulted in utilizing the full
budget authority for the last calendar year and a small portion of reserve funds.

* Assisting families with opportunities for safe, decent and affordable housing

PROGRESS: By carefully monitoring lease-up, success rate, and market trends we ensure that we are able to assist the largest
number of families. Our 2019 utilization of unit count is 91%.

* Delivering a high level of customer service

PROGRESS: We consistently provide a high level of customer service. This is evidenced, in part, by our practice of giving out
our direct lines to owners and participants, and when unable to answer the call personally, return the call no later than the next
business day. When we receive RFTAs we strive to approve them as soon as possible and complete the move-in inspection
within 2 business days of when the unit is available for inspection.
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* Guiding families and individuals towards self-sufficiency

PROGRESS: During the last year, one household successfully completed the FSS program and received escrow in the amount of
$1059. The participant then voluntarily withdrew from the HCV program and moved to a non-subsidized unit.
