e Medications will not be administered by City of Roseville Parks, Recreation & Libraries staff
absent strict adherence to the foregoing.

e The City of Roseville and its Parks, Recreation & Libraries Department staff will not be responsible
for any claims, losses, action, damages, personal injury (including death), costs and expenses
(including attorneys’ fees), and liability of any kind or nature (collectively "CLAIMS") directly or
indirectly arising out of the City’s administration and/or facilitation of medication to program
participants.
