Event

EMERGENCY

You are witness to/victim
of a crime in progress
and/or experiencing a

medical emergency

SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY

Don't doubt your instinct,

but be able to articulate to

dispatch why you believe a
crime is about to occur

REPORT A CRIME

You are reporting a crime
no longer in progress
(non-emergency) and

no known suspect

CRIMETIP

You have a tip that will
help solve a crime that
has already occurred

PREVENTATIVE

Requests

A neighbor is being assaulted

Sounds of screaming,
breaking glass, gun fire

"Cold" burglary to
house or car

Someone you know
divulged to you they
committed a crime

Vacation
House Check

Examples

You see someone tampering
with or forcing entry
into a home or car

Vehicle traveling slowly down
the street, seeming aimless

Vehicle theft or damage not
immediately taking place

You discover a suspect
person or vehicle on
your home security

Extra Patrol
Request

Your neighbor is experiencing
a medical emergency

Person exhibiting unusual
mental or physical behavior

Vandalism not immediately
taking place

You know a house on
your street is involved in
drugs/ human trafficking
