Phase 1 Improvements
•	 Widen Washington Boulevard from two to four lanes between 

Sawtell Road and Kaseberg Drive & Diamond Oaks Road and 
Pleasant Grove Boulevard

•	 Construct a new multi-use trail from Pleasant Grove Boulevard 
to All America City Boulevard, along the east side of Washington 
Boulevard

•	 Enhance the existing bicycle and pedestrian railroad 
undercrossing

•	 Improve signalized intersections along Washington Boulevard
•	 Install a new traffic signal at the intersection of Washington 

Boulevard and Kaseberg Drive

Phase 2 Improvements
•	 Widen Washington Boulevard from two to four lanes, between 

Kaseberg Drive and Diamond Oaks Road
•	 Replace and widen the existing Union Pacific Rail Road 	

bridge with the new Andora Bridge
