on City priorities.

NA must propose plan (including 
sources and amounts to fund the 

entire project) in conformance with 
City Standards and Specific Plan 

requirements. Sidewalk 
construction plan must  provide 

connections to existing pedestrian 
infrastructure or public amenities.

Completed sidewalk becomes
the responsibility of the

adjacent property owner for
maintenance per City

Ordinance.
